Mandatory Requirements:
· Must be a Catholic Organization
· Must include the name, address, and phone number of a U.S. contact person who will be responsible for arranging appeals with parishes and communicating with the Mission office.  

· Acceptable groups fall into four categories: Orders of Priests, Orders of Sisters, Diocese/Archdiocese and Catholic Organizations.   All group applicants should submit written approval from their Bishop or Major Superior and be in good standing with the Pontifical Mission Societies.
· Current year’s copy of listing from the Official Catholic Directory or Annuario Pontificio (copy should include page number).

Your letter should also include the following information:
· Information about the missionary institute or diocese as it pertains to evangelization.   

· Please indicate if you are able to send speakers fluent in both English & Spanish
· Please indicate if you are able to send more than one speaker on a given weekend (some of our parishes serve multiple sites)

Additional Information:
Applicants are not automatically renewed in successive years.  A new letter of application needs to be submitted by November 1 of each year.

Unless able to send multiple speakers on a given weekend, groups should allow for a 2-3 weekend commitment to cover parish assignments.

In our Diocese, funds raised for the Missionary Cooperation Appeal are pooled and then disbursed equally to the 38 participants in January.   The speaker is asked not to accept funds directly from parishioners or the parish at the time of the appeal.

Groups are not allowed to solicit names or addresses of parishioners at the time of their appeal.   The use of special collection envelopes and brochures/literature containing envelopes cannot be distributed.   The Catholic Foundation-World Missions office provides the parish with envelopes for the appeals.
